According to project activities, the Component 1: Improving access to preschools and primary schools (US$513,500) aims to implement an activity with potential minor environmental impacts and risks with Improvement of school environment by making small physical adjustments in schools to facilitate the mobility of children with disabilities or to organize remedial classes for children with disabilities at risk of school failure, etc. The risk is Low in the civil works view.
